CLUB NEWS

Anderson- North Anderson SDA church in South Carolina began Pathfinders, Adventurers, and Little Lambs clubs. We began planning for the new clubs in June and were up and running by the end of August for registration day. We expected to start very small, but we have 10 Pathfinders, 5 Adventurers, and 5 Little Lambs. That is about double what we anticipated. Praise the Lord! We had a really beautiful Induction service for church on September 26th, and were very pleased to have Stanley Knight, and Tim Blake participating in our program. We are excited to see how the Lord will bless our efforts this year. 
Boone- September has been a very busy month for us as well as for everyone else I’m sure. We have had a total of 4 meetings and two of those meetings were targeted towards setting up our staff and programs necessary to teach our two Adventurers. We are blessed to currently have 3 staff members enrolled and 2 children, one boy and one girl. Who I must say, are both 7 yrs old and have great faith and very little doubt. We divided into 3 stations, where we worked on proper grooming techniques, brushing and flossing our teeth correctly, discussing reasons for hand washing, an even teaching the boys how to tie a tie (which made a great entertainment too)! All in all, we are definitely ready for a great year!
Columbia First- We have started the new year off great. We had 17 kids register but unfortunately do to conflict of schedule we have lost a few Adventurers. Induction was held September 19th and we inducted 5 new Adventurers. We learned all about fish and made our own fish tanks with construction paper and ocean stickers.   
Durham Spanish- Our club had a local camp. We have done 4 awards. We also went to Kerr Lake for a weekend of fun. We gave out literature for Evangelism at apartment complex in three different occasions. This year we have 4 Little Lambs and we are very excited. 
Fletcher- We have had a great start to the year. We have had fun making and flying kites this month along with other crafts. Our Adventurers are excited about all the fun ways we will be learning about Jesus this year. We also focused on strengthening our “caring” character trait this month and looked for opportunities at the meetings and at home to practice being caring. 
Greenville North- The Greenville Saplings had a registration party on August 30th with pizza and a waterslide luring the kids. We had a great turnout.  On September 13th, we had our first meeting.   The Little Lambs did Travel and Travel Safety. They brought their bike helmets to class. They saw computer pictures of different modes of transportation.  Then they made travel "scrapbooks" using magazine pictures of modes of transportation.  The children also learned the various traffic signs and made a stop sign.  After discussing the importance of helmets and seat belts, they ended class with a bike ride in the parking lot - while wearing their helmets!  The Eager Beavers worked on the Healthy Foods Award (FC).  They learned Bible stories that talked about making good food choices (story of Daniel). They made a yummy food pyramid by placing little cups of various foods on a taped outlined pyramid on the floor.  The Beavers also played several foods themed games such as “Hullabaloo” with food taped to some of the shapes, and they made a craft using a fruit bowl and tissue paper.  The Busy Bees and Builders did the Build & Fly award.  In addition to flying paper planes, wood gliders, and kites, they had a trash-bag hot air balloon that they flew in the gym!
